ANIMAL LICENSES are required in the Town of Alpine. We have received several complaints about dogs

roaming the town without owners present for voice command or physical restraint control. Please do not al-

low your dogs to roam freely through town and be sure to get your pets licensed if you live within the incor-
porated boundaries of the Town of Alpine.
